• Forum Communication: Each coach will be added to their SEQTA Team Forum where 

all essential communication takes place. Each Friday the coach will send a message in 

the Forum to confirm player availability for the following week. “Students type ‘yes’ or ‘no’ 
to confirm. 

• If students cannot play a fixture, it is their responsibility to notify the coach, and 
if possible, find someone to take their place if required. Simply not turning up is 
unacceptable and sanctions will apply. Commitment to the team is IMPORTANT.
